· 5 authentic Spanish dishes in Spanish with main ingredients listed in Spanish (10 points) 
· 5 beverage choices in Spanish (10 points)
· Pictures, decorations, and neatness (10 points)
· Prices of the menu items in Euros and American Dollars (10 Points)
